From 9/30/08 through 10/2/08, retail, food and beverage operators will mark the grand opening
of the new Terminal B concessions with a three-day bonanza of discounts and special offers for

passengers.

Per-passenger spend in the terminal
prior to the start of the project stood at $7.42. In August 2008, BAA Boston reported a per-
passenger spend of $10.80 within the terminal, an increase of more than 45 percent during the

gradual transformation of concessions.

Here are some other key facts about the new Terminal B concessions:

e With the completion of the renovations, concessions in Terminal B have now grown to
more than 25,000 square feet, an increase of more than 82 percent prior to the start of
the project.

e Seating capacity has increased by more than 400 percent, with space that is now able to
accommodate more than 450 passengers seeking a meal or a snack.
